10 strct ent unk driving. The Presidential
Comnission is relnlmclng these snans and encouraging greater
preventive and corrective programs.

“The United States Congress has also passed legislation setting
Fedeal standards and providing incentive funds to assist in the
crusade against the human and economic waste which results from
drunlen driving.

“A; President Reagan commented last December, ‘For too many
years people have approached the problems of drunken driving as an_
unavidable disaster like hurricanes or floods. Well, we've learned
that's not the case. We've learned we're not helpless. Action can be
ke vr; s ecele e oo oUoh and the pecple re ot
only concerned now, they . They want the slaughter on the
Higiways o siop. They want those who threaten their public safety o
be held accountable for their actions.”
